
 

INDEPENDENT STUDY 
Student – Instructor Contract 

 
Independent study may only be taken by those students who are in the last semester of an 
Associate Degree or One-Year Certificate.  In addition to earning credit through formal courses, 
students may request permission to obtain credit through an Independent Study Contract with an 
instructor. 
 
Students must plan specific activities and goals with the help of the instructor and approval of the 
Academic Dean. See the guidelines on the reverse side of this form. 
 
Independent Study should be used sparingly as students assume the majority of the responsibility 
for completing requirements for these courses.  Independent study courses should correspond 
to the standard semester time frame for purposes of financial aid, grading, and other 
record-keeping tasks.
 
Independent study will be approved only in cases of extreme need.  No independent study will be 
valid unless approved by the Academic Dean.  No more than six credit hours, per degree of 
certificate, may be taken by Independent Study.
